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THE GENERAL STRUCTURE
The summary in this form should be written using Microsoft Word, normal 12 font size (Headings 14, bold), space between lines (1.15) on A4 paper size, maximum length 6 pages, including figures references and tables, all should be written in the form of two columns.
The work must be written in good English (correct grammar and spelling) and it should be checked and reviewed before submission. The pages should be numbered in the bottom. The numbering and headings of the figures should be at the bottom and at the top for tables.

Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa) as follows [1] or [1, 2, 3] if you referring to more than one reference for the same statement.

INTRODUCTION
The introduction should explain the nature of the problem, previous work, purpose, and the contribution of the work. The contents of each section may be provided to understand easily about the work.

Materials and methods
Provide sufficient details so that can allow reproducing the work by an independent researcher. Methods that are already published should be summarized, and indicated by a reference. If quoting directly from a previously published method, use quotation marks and cite 


the source. Any modifications to existing methods should also be described.

results
Results should be clear and concise.

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discussion
This should explore the significance of the results, not repeat them. A combined Results and Discussion section is often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature.

Figure captions appear below the figure, are flush left. When referring to a figure in the body of the text, the abbreviation "Fig." is used. Figures should be numbered in the order they appear in the text.

Table captions appear centered above the table. When referring to a table in the text, no abbreviation is used and "Table" is capitalized.

CONCLUSION
A conclusion section must be included and should indicate clearly the advantages, limitations, and possible applications of the work.  Although a conclusion may review the main points of the paper, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions.
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
